SP-010 SOFTWARE AND TECHNICAL DATA RIGHTS

MaxSim:  The Government is granted limited license rights to the MaxSim software in accordance with Attachment 6, Software Rights.

Visual Databases:  The Government is granted Government Purpose License Rights (GPLR) to the geo-specific visual databases created under Statement of Work (SOW) paragraphs 3.2.3.1.4 and 3.2.4.2.2.1.  There is no expiration date for the GPLR.

Moving Models:  The moving models library is being provided with limited rights with the exception of any moving models created by the Training System Support Center under SOW paragraph 3.2.4.2.2.1.  The Government shall be granted unlimited rights to any moving models created by the TSSC.   The granting of unlimited rights does not apply when the TSSC changes the livery of any moving models created by Adacel at their own expense.  

Scenario Databases: The Government is granted unlimited rights to scenario databases created under SOW paragraphs 3.2.3.1.5 and 3.2.4.2.2.2.   

Site-Specific Data Files:  The Government is granted GPLR to the site-specific data files (e.g., voice files, airfield lighting, tower radar) created under SOW paragraphs 3.2.3.1.4 and 3.2.4.2.2.5.   There is no expiration date for the GPLR.

Training Material:  The Government is granted GPLR to the following training material being provided for the maintenance training, computer based instruction training, and operator training being provided under SOW paragraphs 3.2.7.2.1, 3.2.7.2.2, and 3.2.7.2.3, respectively.  There is no expiration date for the GPLR.   This GPLR is limited to training on the Tower Simulation System (TSS).  The Air Force is prohibited from providing this training material to other Government agencies that are not procuring a TSS under contract F33657-01-C-0025.  The intent for limiting this GPLR to systems being procured under contract F33657-01-C-0025 is that the training material for the MaxSim software was developed at Adacel’s expense.  The Government only paid for the development of the training material for the TSS not the MaxSim software.

Below are the definitions for GPLR, Limited Rights, and Unlimited Rights:

Government Purpose Rights: means the rights to --

a.  Use, modify, reproduce, release, perform, display, or disclose technical data within the Government without restriction; and

b.  Release or disclose technical data outside the Government and authorize persons to whom release or disclosure has been made to use, modify, reproduce, release, perform, display, or disclose that data for United States government purposes.  

The Government will follow the requirements of DFARS 252.227-7013, Rights in Technical Data – Noncommercial Items (Nov 1995), governing the release or disclosure of data marked with GPLRs. 

Limited Rights: means the rights to use, modify, reproduce, release, perform, display, or disclose technical data, in whole or in part, within the Government. The Government may not, without the written permission of the party asserting limited rights, release or disclose the technical data outside the Government, use the technical data for manufacture, or authorize the technical data to be used by another party, except that the Government may reproduce, release or disclose such data or authorize the use or reproduction of the data by persons outside the Government if reproduction, release, disclosure, or use is --

a.  Necessary for emergency repair and overhaul; or

b.  A release or disclosure of technical data (other than detailed manufacturing or process data) to, or use of such data by, a foreign government that is in the interest of the Government and is required for evaluational or informational purposes;

c.  Subject to a prohibition on the further reproduction, release, disclosure, or use of the technical data; and

d.  The contractor or subcontractor asserting the restriction is notified of such reproduction, release, disclosure, or use.

Unlimited Rights: means rights to use, modify, reproduce, perform, display, release, or disclose technical data in whole or in part, in any manner, and for any purpose whatsoever, and to have or authorize others to do so.
